E3! is a youth engagement program that discovers, develops, and defines a new generation of young leaders committed to advocating for Asian Americans and Pacific Islanders (AAPIs). The E3! Ambassadors Program affords young leaders the opportunity to brainstorm and implement their own unique ideas to help improve the overall quality of life for AAPIs across the country.
The mission of E3! is to Educate, Engage, and Empower young leaders to increase awareness around critical issues facing the AAPI community and to highlight key federal programs and resources in which AAPIs may be underserved. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]The inaugural class of 31 E3! Ambassadors came from 29 different cities and hosted more than 55 events during the 2014-2015 year. Whether it was setting up a table to share resources at a campus fair, facilitating a workshop during a conference, or even utilizing social media, E3! Ambassadors and other young leaders conducted outreach within their campuses and communities.
The E3! Ambassadors are focused on raising awareness around four major issues.

This toolkit is focused on Immigration.
Immigration: The Issue            
From family members hoping to reunite with loved ones to high skilled scientists and entrepreneurs to undocumented DREAMers, AAPIs are a rapidly growing immigrant population in the U.S. In 2011, 25% of the foreign born population in the U.S. came from Asian countries. Asian immigrants also make up 11% of the 11 million1 undocumented immigrants in the U.S. 

On June 15, 2012, the Secretary of Homeland Security announced that certain individuals who came to the United States as children may request consideration of deferred action2 for a period of two years, which would defer removal action, and are also eligible for work authorization. According to the latest report3 released by U.S. Citizenship and Immigration Services (USCIS), South Korea, the Philippines, and India are included in the top 15 countries of origin for Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals (DACA) applicants.

It is estimated4 however, that fewer than 16% of eligible Filipinos and fewer than 9% of eligible Chinese have applied for DACA consideration. Many factors may contribute to low DACA enrollment rates within the AAPI community, including a lack of awareness of the benefits of DACA, cultural and linguistic barriers, as well as the financial burden of applying.

When do you need to renew DACA?
· To avoid a lapse in the period of deferral and employment authorization, individuals must file renewal requests before the expiration of their current period of DACA. USCIS encourages requestors to submit their renewal request approximately 120 days (four months) before their current period of deferred action expires.

What forms need to be filled out?
· I-821D (Consideration of Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals)1
· I-765 (Application for Employment Authorization)2
· I-765WS (Application for Employment Authorization Worksheet)3
