3 Tips on Arts Advocacy

1. Select a specific issue of urgent or critical
Importance to your community.

2. Ensure appropriate treatment of the issue
by consulting and partnering with
community and interfaith thought leaders.

3. Facilitate the community forum to deepen
your project’s impact. Encourage
commitment to future actions on the issue.




3 Ways to Engage the Community

1. Reach out to partner with key community
leaders and ask them to get their
constituents directly involved.

2. Promote attendance at experiential activity,
art display, and community forum in live,
print, and social media platforms.

3. Post art advocacy results in community
spaces, especially insights and commitments
to future actions, and revisit them in
worship services and community meetings.




3 Phases to Remember

1. Encourage “eyeballs to eyeballs”
interaction.

2. Provide context for your audience.
3. Always follow up!!!
