Dr. Julia R. Miller was appointed as a Consultant with the White House Initiative on Historically Black Colleges and Universities, November 2015.  Currently, she is on leave from Michigan State University, East Lansing, Michigan.  She served the University in positions as former Dean and Professor, College of Human Ecology, and currently, Professor Department of Family and Child Ecology, now Human Development and Family Studies.  She was the first African American hired as Dean in the Human Sciences/Human Ecology profession at a predominantly white major university. Also, she was former Chair, Associate Professor and Professor of the Department of Human Ecology, Virginia State University, Petersburg, Virginia.
Her 41 years in higher education have provided stellar experiences at both large and small universities as a, visionary leader in administration, teaching, research, and outreach/service.  In these academic areas she has been actively engaged as: budget facilitator and manager; personnel manager;  academic advisor and  recruiter of students, faculty and staff; fund developer; effective university collaborator of academic programs and supportive services with administrators and faculty across Michigan State University,  alumni, business and industry, foundations, state, local and federal governmental officials, legislators and other constituent groups; strategic planner; publisher of 53 refereed journal articles, 11 refereed and non-refereed curriculum guides, monographs, research proceedings, and reports; and plenary speaker, panelist and presenter delivering 80 refereed and non-refereed papers and poster presentations.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Some of the highlights of her career in research have been: senior author of a two volume Encyclopedia of Human Ecology recognized by Library Journal as one of the Best resources for 2003, co-author of two book chapters related to diversity, and senior-author of a book entitled: African American Women: Contributions to the Human Sciences, the first historical collective account in the profession.   The Family and Consumer Sciences Research Journal recognized one of her co-authored research publications related to diversity as the Best Professional Article for 2014. Also, she collaborated with Kappa Omicron Nu Honor Society, and actively engaged as one of three land grant institutional founders in developing an undergraduate student research network in the human sciences; completed a collaborative research project involving  the College of Human Ecology, MSU, and the  Family Support Center, Kadena Air Force Base, Okinawa, Japan with members of various branches of the military and their dependents; collaborated with the City of Lansing to implement a research project related to homelessness in Lansing Michigan and surrounding areas.  
In addition, her involvement  in research and outreach/services resulted in local, national and international consultancies with the: Virginia Department of  Education, Board of International Food and Nutrition, Agency for International Development, National Research Council, United State Department of Agriculture SEA/CR,  Ending, Violence Against Women Board, Greer Youth and Family Board, Ewha Women’s College, Seoul, Korea, Okinawa Christian College, Okinawa, Japan,  Chancellor University and the University of Science and Technology, Malawi, and other universities in West and East Africa and India.  
During her extensive career in higher education, she has been actively engaged with more than 30 professional organizations as a member, elected and appointed officer and chairman of committees. She has received  more than 13 awards and recognitions some of which include:  Outstanding Alumnus-at-Large, Hampton University, Virginia Outstanding Home Economist in Colleges, Universities and Research, Special Recognition from the Michigan Association of Family and Consumer Sciences for Outstanding Service to the Profession, American Association of  Family and Consumer Sciences, Distinguished Service Award, YWCA Diana Award for Professional Accomplishments and Awards for Professional Accomplishments and Service from the National Coalition for Black Development in Family and Consumer Sciences.
